A fluffy-tailed squirrel barks out a warning. Another squirrel nearby quickly stands up on its hind legs, freezes and scans the area for danger.This time there is no danger. The squirrel thatbarked is actually a robot squirrel namedRocky. Scientists are watching how othersquirrels react to Rocky—and its noises and
tail wagging—to find out what different sounds
and body movements mean in “squirrel talk.”

Squirrels have teeth like theirrodent                 – mice, ratsand hamsters. All rodents havefour big teeth in the            oftheir mouths. Two are on the topand two on the bottom. They arecalled incisors.
